Motion by Curtiss, seconded by Livermore to award Blanchard Road over Salt River Drain to 
low bidder, D.J. McQuestion & Sons, Inc., in the amount of $230,485.26, contingent upon 
MDOT concurrence of Low Bid and authorize the Manager to sign the Notice of Award.   
   
 The Finance Director reviewed the bi-weekly financial report for the period ending 
September 7, 2017 and September 21, 2017. The Finance Director updated the Commissioners 
on the changes on the AR – Open Aging Summary Report.  The Finance Director informed the 
Commissioners that one CD matured and was reinvested for 90 days at 1.10%.  Total interest 
earned on the CD was $926.30.  The Road Commission received the Iinterest of $518.72 and 
$34.15 in Investment interest. The Finance Director informed the Commissioners that she 
thought the audit went really good because she only found 1 note from the auditor on her desk.  
She also informed the Commissioners that the Workers Comp audit was canceled and they 
decided not to do an audit this year.  The Finance Directors told the Commissioners that she 
has been in contact with the insurance agent on the new year renewal rates.  She is hoping to 
receive the rates in the next couple of weeks.  The Finance Director informed the 
Commissioners that the $2,000,000 SIB Loan is taken out of the normal cash figure and is 
transferred into its own cash account number.  This will allow the Finance Director to have a 
great audit trail for how this money is spent. The Finance Director informed the Commissioners 
that ICRC received a check from the Michigan County Road Commission Self-Insurance Pool 
for the 2016 insurance year refund in the amount of $151,988.00. The total net premium paid for 
the 2017 year was $32,337.00.        

 
The Superintendent gave the following report: 

·  Whiteville – Wing to Millbrook Gravel – Grind & Pave is done (needs paint) 
·  Stevenson Lake – Meridian to Vandecar 2 miles done (needs paint) 
·  Vandecar – Coleman to N. County Line 4 mile paving is done – (needs shoulder 

gravel and paint) 
·  Brush hog is in Nottawa Township last one – West 8 Townships have been cut 
·  4 Quad trucks keeping with complaints so far 
·  Graders are back ditching.  

  
The Manager informed the Commissioners that Isabella County Road Commission received 

their Goose Egg plaque from the County Road Association Self Insurance Fund Honor Roll 
again.  To be on the Honor Roll, you have to achieve an experience modification factor below 1.  
The Manager explained that one of the major causes of the decrease in experience modification 
factor is the Safety Program the Isabella County Road Commission has adopted.  The Manager 
informed the Commissioners that he and the Michigan CAT Account Representative was 
working on a new lease.  The new lease will swap out our old lease with a year newer 
Caterpillar 140M3 Motor Grader and the lease payment would be lower.  The Manager informed 
the Commissioners that Union Contract Negotiations should start in a month or two.  A 
discussion was held on getting a hold of the County Administrator, Margaret A. McAvoy, to 
discuss the ICRC’s need of a new building.     

 
    Committee Reports: Commissioner Turnwald informed the rest of the board that the 

Isabella County Parks overall park revenue was down from last year.  Commissioner Turnwald 
also said that the Isabella County Parks has planted some new trees in the parks.
